· Motion made by Sandy Fischer, seconded by Peter Kusterer and approved to allow Greg Ames to advance payment upon receiving an invoice between meetings, as long as the expense has been approved. 

Tax Collector:  Nick Fischer, tax collector, reported that 99.5% of all taxes have been paid.  There are 4 outstanding bills. Liens will be placed next week.  

Legal & Zoning:  

· Zoning Board of Appeals: Nothing to report.
· Planning and Zoning: 

· Second Public Hearing to be held on June 4 at 7:00pmt the Firehouse regarding 28 School Street re: special exception for an experiential learning center. 

· Freedom of Information (FOI) request

· Linda Reed has submitted requested email correspondence to the FOI officer and Tim Lee. 

· Dan Bullard had planned to meet with Jon Wilson (FOI complainant) and Tim Lee at his office on May 7. Before the meeting Dan Bullard sent an email to Jon Wilson advising of the $0.50 per sheet charge for copies of public records. Mr. Wilson chose to cancel the meeting. Dan Bullard, Jon Wilson and Tim Lee have another meeting scheduled at FOI in Hartford on June 3 at 2:00pm. Hoping to resolve Mr. Wilson’s request at this meeting. 

· Concern was raised about and event the Legacy Theater is hosting on June 4th at Black Eye Susan’s (a 1-bedroom residential building). With Dan Bullard’s authorization, Linda Reed raised the concern to the Zoning Enforcement Officer. ZEO advised the Legacy Theater Group that they were not permitted to host an event at Black Eye Susan’s. ZEO decided not to issue an order because there was not time for the 19-day appeal. Legacy Theater agreed not to host the event on June 4th.  

Police & Traffic:  

· Dee Dee Hakun, committee chair, reported that there was 1 larceny reported in May. Copper was stolen from the cell tower. 

· Community Service Officer (CSO) Fitzgerald had begun summer hours: Monday and Tuesday from noon – 4, Thursday and Friday from noon – 5. CSO Leno works on the weekends. CSO officer is paid for by the Town of Branford. Peter Kusterer indicated that there is a higher need for a CSO officer between the hours of 10pm and 2-3am. Dee Dee Hakun will mention to Branford Police that there is a need for more patrol between those nighttime hours. 

· Road race on May 31 went well in terms of traffic. Branford Police did call neighbors notifying of race. If you did not receive a phone call, please sign up for Branford Police correspondence on their website. 

· Public Works has offered to replace the crosswalk sign and install. 

Maintenance:  

· Sidewalk at the 4 corners is going to be delayed. 
· Road under railroad overpass will be completed after July 1.

· Sandy Fischer spoke to Alex Paluzzi about finding someone to help with painting the benches, water the flowers, maintain the beach and the dock area, etc. on a part time basis. Sandy Fischer suggested $100/week for 1-1.5 hours per day during the week in June through August. Sandy Fischer made a motion, seconded by Peter Kusterer to hire Bill Torino (recommended by Alex Paluzzi). Motion made by Linda Reed, seconded by Dee Dee Hakun to set aside $1,200 to establish a seasonal position for 12 weeks  June through August, for standard clean-up, as an independent contractor. Approved. Sandy Fischer to write a job description. Bill Torino should submit a bill to the SCA each week. 

· Dee Dee Hakun requested that we have the sign for “No Trucks under the bridge” be placed before the intersection of Thimble Island Rd. and School Street so the trucks may turn around and not get stuck on or near Bowhay Hill. 

· Tree at the park is dead and needs to be taken down. 

Administration:  

· Dan Bullard to speak to Tim Lee about the definition of a “conflict of interest”. 

· Discussion: Is it possible for us to send out biographies and President’s Letter via email or on our website instead of mailing and spending $ on stamps and printing? According to Charter, President’s Letter needs to be delivered by hand or mailed. 

Old Business:

· Village District:

· Board of Selectmen will be making the appointment of the Architectural Review Board. Still being reviewed by Town Attorney, Bill Aniskovich. Betsy Wieland followed up with Mr. Aniskovich and has not heard back. 

· Toilet: 

· See attached plans for the composting toilets to be located in Bayview Park. 
· Composting toilets will be emptied once per year. Town of Essex and Hammonasset State Beach currently has composting toilets. 

· Proposed structure has an 8’ waterproof basement where composting equipment will be anchored. Sycamore tree located near the port-o-potties will need to be removed. Landscaping around the structure has been included in the budget. 

· Town of Branford will be cleaning the facilities on a regular basis. Facilities will most likely not be open 24 hours per day or 12 months per year. Greg Ames would like to meet with Kathy Coffin regarding ADA requirements and ideas. 
· Puppet House: No update. No date set for mediation.  
· Costco: Public meeting June 4th, no public comment. 
New Business:

· Treasurer’s book to Auditors. Prepare budget sheet for election. 

· Need to make sure door of library is open for the entire SCA board meeting. 
Motion made by Sandy Fischer, seconded by Dee Dee Hakun and approved to adjourn the meeting at 8:21pm.
