Dan Bullard stated there was a miscommunication between Tim Lee and himself but that Tim Lee indicated that Dan Bullard had authorized this meeting. Motion by Sandy Fischer, seconded by Jake Greenvall to pay the Fasano Ippolito & Lee bill in its entirety. Approved, Ted Ells and Jim Walker opposed. 

· Josh Brooks indicated he has bills for advertising for the Tag Sale that he will bring to the next meeting. 
Tax Collector:  Nick Fischer, tax collector, reported that he has collected $31,288 of the total $33,923 payable, approximately 92% collected. There is approximately $2,636 in dues outstanding. 
Legal & Zoning:  

· Village District: according to the First Selectmen, an ordinance needs to be approved by the RTM and the Rules & Ordinance committee has at this time. According to Jim Walker who is on the Rules & Ordinance committee, they voted at their last meeting to take no action as they were not sure what to do with this request. Committee will look at again after the election. 

· Ted Ells, committee chair, reported that there are two applications for Special Exception on the Branford Planning & Zoning Agenda, one of which is subject to the Village District guidelines. (Please see attached agenda for details). 
· Ted Ells reported that the Charter Revision committee (Kathy Coffin, Sandy Fischer, Ted Ells, and Mark Ritcher) does not need to produce an agenda nor minutes of their meetings because the committee will not represent a quorum of the Stony Creek Association Board and will not be taking any action on its own. All work will be brought back to the SCA Board for discussion. Motion by Ted Ells, seconded by Sandy Fischer that according to Advisory Opinion #16, the meetings of the Charter Revision Committee are not considered a meeting and do not need an agenda nor minutes. All Approved. 
· File Cabinet for Association documents will be put in the Library this month. Ted Ells asked Greg Ames – Treasurer, and Nick Fischer – Tax Collector, to gather their files so they may go in this file cabinet. 

Police & Traffic:  

· Public Comment: 
· School buses from Hamden were idling around Memorial Triangle, a continuing issue. 
· School Street and Watrous Ave. residents are appreciative for the public crosswalk sign that has been placed on School Street. Hopeful that the flashing speed-limit sign can be placed on School Street sometime soon. 
· Mike Infantino, Chair, reported he has a solution for the buses who park at Memorial Triangle. Please see attached letter to Chief Halloran.  
· Need a “no parking” stencil in the street near the dock. 
· Beach needs a sign for “unload only” which is now a handicap spot and being used for extended periods of time. 
· Mike Infantino has indicated to the Police that the Stony Creek Association would like increased coverage during the 4:00pm – midnight hours. 
· Sandy Fischer indicated it would be nice for the Police to come to our April meeting to discuss our concerns for the summer months. 
Maintenance:  

· Sandy Fischer, Maintenance chair, reported the town will begin replacing the roads tomorrow. 
· There are two trees the need to be cut down and replaced. One at the beach will be cut down by November and replaced in the spring.  The other is at the triangle, Sandy Fischer plans to discuss with the Tree Warden. 

Administration:  

· Josh Brooks, chair, will be putting the snow plow contract out for bid. 
· For the community tag sale in 2017, we should coordinate with the Yale “Closer to Free” bike ride so there is not so much traffic in the Creek the same day as so many bikers along the shoreline.

· Snow Removal Bids, Josh Brooks is working on.
